
My Name is (b) (6) 	 I am a US Citizen lives in Monroe, MI I writing to you this letter to inform 

you with my experience with the CBP agency which in my opinion I feel it is discriminatory to me. 

On November 2009 I did got a Job with Falcon Transport after a one year of unemployment, my job was 

to go to Canada to Bring Loads of Auto Parts from GM suppliers in Canada to the Company Romulus 

Location and other GM plants in US. 

The Company did ask me to apply for FAST Express Card I did so and I got my Card # after I have 
interview in the CBP location in Detroit office. 

My first time I crossed with a load to the US they send me to the X ray and to the Deck it didn't alarm me 

or my Employer because I said it is my first time to crosses the border and maybe it is a routine 

persuader after 7 hours I was released from the Boarder and I went to the Terminal. 

Next Load I have I was spouse to go get the load from Windsor Canada to GM in Loardstown, OH I got 

my load then I Crossed the Border as the window they asked me for about 5 Minute then I pulled ahead 

and the officer called for assistances and search my cab all it took about 20 Minutes 15 out of those I 

was standing outside my cab in the cold then after that I was sent to the x ray and to the deck and after 

6 hours I was released I did missed my delivery time to Loardstown so I had to take the load next day the 

load was suppose to pay me $120 now those $120 took me 2 days to make and the company paid a 

penalty as well for missing the delivery . 

One time I was going to get a load from Windsor and my truck wasn't register as FAST truck the Officer 

ask me to Used anther land so I have to turn around and take the bridge back to the US I told the officer 

in the US said about what happens and I told me I have empty racks yet he sent me to the x ray and the 

deck at this time must of the officers work at the deck start knowing my name I did spoke with a 

supervisor at this time but he was no help one of the officer told me '(b) (6) 	you should change 

your name to Jose" at this time I told the supervisor that I will be back in about 2 houses after I go get 

my load he told me if they sent you back after you come from Canada come and see me I went got my 

load and in 2 hours I was back to the same dock I asked to see the same supervisor I sock to earlier as he 

said but he didn't meet me they took me to different one and he told me we not doing anything wrong. 

making the story short every time I crossed from Detroit I had to go throw the x ray and to the Dock at 

this time my Employer start questioning me why they keeping do this to you . The only answer I have 

was I don't know why . then I asked my Employer can I crosses from Port Huron border they said yes 

you can if you want at this point they was took me from Important loads and give me a one load from 

Concord, Canada go to Shreveport, LA first time throw port Huron border was X ray and open the truck 

look inside it search the cab but it was quick 3 hours only anther time I was coming back empty so it 

was X ray looked inside and I left last time I crossed from there was X ray open the cab and the back 

they couldn't see all the way throw from the large containers was sent to the desk and they was ask me 

some q? one of the officer as me how did you cane to the us I said I was married to a US Citizen he said " 

how much did you pay her" I look at him and said what he said " how much did you pay her" I ask him 

what do you mean then he said " how much the wedding coast ' I look at him and I didn't answer his Q? 

this time they took me to a different building in about 10 miles away from the border to unload my 
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trailer they take my cell phone to look at it and charge the company $300.00 for doing so at this time 

the company said no more Canada. 

The load I should take from concord to Shreveport should pay $840,00 after I was banded from going to 

Canada I only made $580 a week this drop in income did hurt me and my family I have 2 homes to 

support one in the US and anther one in Egypt on April I had to leave the company because of the low 

income and I did file for REDRESS Trip Control (b) (6) 	I got a letter from the TSA said that my name 

was cleared and I shouldn't have any more problems at the Border I also spoke with (b) (6) 	at 
(b) (6) 	and she did advice me if they ask me to go for second inspection to ask for a supervisor 

and give them my REDRESS #. 

I am an US Citizen and my love to my country is so deep and so big so when I was treated as a potential 

terrorist it did hurt me so badly and filed me with anger why do we have to be treated as such how they 

could judge me just because I am Muslim this unjust unfair and unconstitutional yes I am a Muslim yes I 

am born in Egypt yes I am brown but I love my USA More than they do when I saw Janet Napolitano on 

the News and the FBI talking about their Concern for home growing terrorist I contact the FBI Via their 

web offering them my service as a Native Arabic speaker and guess what 2 days later I am sure they the 

one attach my Computer to have access to it and while ago I wrote to my sheriff ask if he need my Help 

I will be available any time. 

People like Cong. Peter King is the one who putting Muslims life's in danger the racism and hate he 

have for Muslims and of his Power as a congressman is giving everyone also to say it is ok to harass 

Muslims it is ok to discriminate against US. 

I hope that you try to help us stop this madness and help us not to became like the Japanese in the 

WW2 to Happened to us now.
