
On the way back from Canada, (b) (6) and I (b) (6) gave our passports to the 

border personal to enter the U.S. Not a minute later, the officer in a very harsh manner ordered us to turn 

the car off and throw the keys out of the window while drawing his gun on us and dispatching for back 

up. It seemed like a scene from an action packed movie as several officers rushed to the scene from all 

directions intensified, each drawing their gun on us yelling "DON'T MOVE". I recall looking in the side 

mirror and seeing many officers taking cover as if they were ready to open fire. Furthermore, one officer 

yelled "get out of the car with your hands up and walk backwards slowly" (b) (6) got out first, did what 

was asked and was handcuffed and taken immediately. Once again the officer yelled "get out of the car 

with your hands up and walk backwards slowly". Traumatized by the overwhelming development, I got 

out of the car, put my hands up and started walking backwards. While walking backwards, I remember 

looking to the right and left side of me and seeing officers on each side with their gun's pointed at me and 

ready to shoot. With guns drawn at me, the officer handcuffed me in a displeasing manner and 

disregarding my injured left shoulder which I informed him about prier to being handcuffed. Without 

explaining why, the security personal took me into a holding cell and gave me an "enhanced search", as 

they call it. Three hours later, I was taken to a small office to meet with a calm friendly toned voice 

officer who felt the need to assure me that everything is okay and that I will be on my way home after 

answering a few "random" questions. The question session started off pretty random as the officer asked 

questions such as: What's my name, when was I born, if I was married or not, etc. He then started asking 

questions that seemed well out of context and to which I don't understand why I was being asked. 

Questions like: Why I went to Yemen, how long was I there for, was I approached by anyone who I 

thought to be suspicious, did I attend any Islamic schools? What do I think about Anwar Al Awlakii and 

When do I plan on going back to Yemen. The officer did not hesitate to add in that this was only random 

procedure and the reason I am being asked these question is so I don't have anymore discrepancies while 

crossing borders. 
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Similar situation occurred at Detroit metro airport when I came back from Yemen. I was taken in for a 

few hours and asked similar questions to that mentioned above.
