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Extension of EA Periods 

The FAA extended the period toapply for and 
obtain a Foreign Intelligence Sinveillanoe Court 
(FISC) Order after emergency authorization (EA) 
by the Attorney General (AG), as follows: 

• 3 days to 7 days for Electronic Suniellance andlor 
Physical Search ("traditional lISA') 

• 2 days to 7 days for Pen Register and Trap and Trace 
(PR/f1) 
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In General 

• FAA became law on July 10, 2008 

• Repealed most provisions of the Protect 
America Act of 2007 (PAA) specifically: 
Sections 105A, 105B, and 105C of FISA 

• Added to FISA a new Title VII, "Additional 
Procedures Regarding Certain Persons 
Outside the United States," §§ 701-708 
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0. :  "Traditional" FISA, cont'd

and its underlying requirements have not 
changed: 

• Use FISAMS 

• Accuracy Checks/Sub-Woods File 

• EA may be authorized by the AG
